SCREEN NT PRESENTS OUTDOOR SUNLIGHT LCDs AT 
THE INTERALPIN 2009 
 
Innsbruck April 09;   SCREEN NEW TECHNOLOGIES presented its outdoor 
SUNLIGHT LCDs at the Interalpin (the international Trade Fair for alpine 
ski/mountain equipment). Both visitors and exhibitors alike were amazed to discover 
that there is now a ready solution to their problem of using LCDs outside in winter ski 
resorts. The reflective whiteness of the snow-clad ski slopes renders conventional 
LCDs as good as unreadable, especially on cloudless sunny days. At the same time, 
the enormous temperature extremes can be well outside the safe operating 
temperatures required by the liquid crystals in the panels. The result, as many of 
SCREENs Interalpin visitors have already discovered and reported, is that LCDs in 
the sun and snow, very soon suffer from “sunburn” black spots, or simply freeze up in 
extreme minus-temperatures at night. Either of which will almost certainly damage 
the display beyond repair.  
SCREENs SUNLIGHT LCDs solve both of these problems. Their adaptive 
transflective technology makes them perfectly readable in even the brightest of direct 
sunlight conditions and the automatic air-conditioning/heating system ensures that 
the sensitive liquid crystals and internal electrical components remain undamaged on 
a long-term basis. 
The uv and ir filtered protection glass and the robust metal housings also protect the
